STRIDES OVER THE SUMMER

new Library made great strides
over the summer and our
construction managers hope to
keep rolling into the fall.

Two of the most notable
features completed over the
course of the summer include
the exterior masonry and the
roofing.

Aside from a few detail items,
the substantial portion of the
exterior masonry is complete.
This was an important step
because the masonry provided
thé frarRewark iforr installation of
the windows.

Early this month, the new
building suffered some minor
damage from a lightning strike.
The lightning hit the roof while

and especially the Dexter Fire
Department, whose fire
fighters were on the scene
very quickly and ensured the
fire was contained. This
incident was followed by
heavy rains which also helped
to minimize any damage.
Unfortunately, this event
occurred before
lightning protection system
was installed.

Inside the building, the
progress has been amazing.
The mechanical infrastructure
for air handling, plumbing and
electrical is near completion.

workers were installing the
rubber roof. The lightning
ignited the adhesive that the
roofers were using to seal the
roof. Fortunately, there were
no injuries. Damage to the
roof was minimal. The fire
affected the rubber roofing
material and a few insulation
panels. This event should not
impact the construction
schedule to any great degree.
The Library would like to
thank the roofers of Royal
West Roofing for their quick
actions. Using water from the
large coolers they brought up
to the roof, the roofers were
able to douse a good portion
of the fire before it could
spread. Thanks also go out to
all the citizens who called 911

Conduit, piping and ductwork
on all three levels has shown
tremendous progress. This
work has run concurrently with
the carpenters framing the
interior rooms. Comparing
blueprints to the work in place,
one can see all the defined
spaces including the offices,
meeting rooms, young adult
area, quiet reading and story
time rooms.

Due to the evempresent pile of
soil on the Alpine Street level,
the work to place the utilities
underground is just beginning.
Conduit has been placed
underground for the major
utilities. In the coming months,
DTE Energy, AT&T and Comcast
will take down the poles at the

street and run their utilities
underground to the building.
The building has also been
connected to the Village water
system.

The biggest task in the
coming month will be to seal
up the building. During early
September, the roofers will
bring on site a large machine
to roll the contour for the
metal roof that will be above
the second floor wood ceiling.
Finishing the rubber roof
portions as well as installing
the windows will seal the
building and allow the
construction teams to begin

their finish work.

At press time, our construc-
tion managers were not able
to commit to an opening date.
The project has seen some
delays due to soil conditions
and the difficulty of working
around soil needed for
backfill. Additionally, the
project suffered significant
weather related delays over
the course of the late winter
and spring. The Library
continues to press the
construction managers to
finish out the project before
the end of the current
calendar year.

beams into place on the second floor.
