Are you accepting book donations?
- No - Unfortunately, the Library will
not be able to accept donated
materials until such time as the
Friends Book Sales resume. No date
has been set for resumption of Book
Sales. The volume of donations
would overwhelm our storage capaci-
ty without outflow from Book Sales.

What do | need to do to renew my
Library card? - If you have recently
registered for a card via our online
application, we will continue to
extend these registrations on a
monthly basis. Long-time cardhold-
ers who have received an expiration
notice may call (734) 426-4477 to
update information and extend
registration for another three years.
